Water Storage Tank Maintenance Program
Ransford explained the great need of maintenance on the water towers and this program is the most economical way to update the water towers and not take a big hit to the budget all at once. Superintendent’s Report
Ransford spoke with Utility Service Company about the mixer that could be placed into the water towers.  The purpose of the mixer is to keep the water in the tower fresh which would improve water quality.  The mixer is not covered as part of the maintenance program. It would be an extra cost that could be spread out over10 years within the approved maintenance program.  There would be an option to purchase an additional warranty on the mixer once the maintenance program is completed.  
Water Board said to go ahead and deactivate the NPDES permit for the iron plant.  This permit was initially needed because at one time the plan was to discharge the back water from the iron removal plant into the storm sewer.  This process has never been done so DNR has asked to have the permit deactivated.
