REGULAR MEETING
JANUARY 18, 2011
Meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairperson Gary Casady. Members present were Beverly Daws, Patrick White, and, Troy Andersen. Absent was Charles Fridal. Also present was Water Superintendent Carl Ransford, Water Systems Supervisor Marty Recker, Engineer Loren Leach, Hall & Hall Engineers, Dick Ransom and Joel Gross and Secretary Sara Ries.
Roll was called.
Daws moved to approve the following consent agenda items: Agenda, December 2010 meeting minutes, financial report, and bills.  Andersen seconded. 

Business:

Casady made a motion to open the public hearing at 6:32pm.  There were not oral or written objections to the 2011 Emmons St. Bridge Water Main Replacement Project.  Casady made a motion to close the public hearing at 6:33pm. Andersen seconded the motion.    

Bids for 2011 Emmons St. Bridge Water Main Replacement Project were reviewed. Ransom explained that the Mobilization line item came back higher than the Engineers estimate because this line item was the catch all for items not outlined. This is a high priority project as there are major corrosion issues. Engineer’s recommendation was for Ricklefs Excavating Ltd. of Anamosa.     

Anderson made a motion to pass Resolution 1-11 Approving and Making Award of Contract to Ricklefs Excavating Ltd. of Anamosa in the amount of $168,755.00 for 2011 Emmons St. Bridge Water Main Replacement Project.  White seconded. Motion carried. Roll was called.

Due to the cost of both Water Department projects, the Board will be addressing the City Council for possible LOST funding for the E. Clark St. Project.  

Daws made a motion to table Resolution 2-11 Approving and Making Award of Contract 2011 E. Clark St. Water Main and Storm Sewer Project until funding is available per City Council.  White seconded. Motion Carried.     
Daws made a motion to pass Resolution 3-11 Naming Depositories.  Andersen seconded. Motion carried. Roll was called.

Daws made a motion to allow Water Clerk to transfer $1,000 from savings and $10,000 from Water Operations to IPAIT for better interest.  Andersen seconded. Motion Carried. 
Chairperson Gary Casady appointed Patrick White to Vice Chairperson.  

Superintendent’s Report:
The Water Department has had 2 main breaks over the past 2 weeks.  First one was on January 5th at 207 6th Ave.  Second break was on January 16th at 2200 Heritage Blvd.  

The City has purchased 195 Boyson Rd.  Water service has been disconnected.  The Fire Department will plan to burn the house and have training in the spring.   
US Department of Health Services and the EPA have made a recommendation to change the amount of Fluoride used in water.  They have recommended removing the range of 0.7 mg/l to 1.2 mg/l to a consistent amount of 0.7 mg/l.
