Superintendent’s Report
Carl Ransford handed out the proposed Boyson Rd. and Robins Rd. construction schedule. This project will also intersect with the Emmons Street closure when the Railroad replaces the tracks and the North Center Point Rd. Improvement Project. All projects are proposed to start around April 15th. 
There was a main break after February’s board meeting at 13th Ave and Blairsferry Rd.  It was 2 - 6” valves that were leaking.  These valves were supposed to be abandoned and removed during a reconstruction project back in 1998 that was a joint project between Hiawatha and Cedar Rapids.  The Water Department will go back in and remove these valves in the spring.  
Discussion was had in regards to bills being due on the 20th when the 20th falls on a weekend or holiday.  Ransford is going to speak with the City Attorney and see what his thoughts are on how this should be handled.      

Ransford presented a meter reading bucket to the board that will be used to measure water usage that does not discharge into the City’s sanitary sewer system.  This meter, the Seasonal Outside-Use Water Meter, is intended to be used for gardening, watering sod and new seed, watering trees and shrubs.  A resolution will be brought to the April Water Board meeting.
