Approving an Amendment to the Terms of Revenue Bonds (Coe College Project) Series 2007 of City of Hiawatha, Iowa, issued in the Principal Amount of $4,500,000 Specifically to Correct a Scrivener’s Error and Related Matters

The City of Hiawatha, Iowa (hereinafter “Issuer”), is authorized and empowered by Chapter 419 of the Code of Iowa (hereinafter “Act”) to issue revenue bonds and loan the proceeds from the sale of said bonds to one or more parties to be used to defray all or a portion of the cost of acquiring, constructing, improving, and equipping land, buildings and improvements for a “project,” as that term is defined in the Act, specifically including a project which is suitable for use as facility for an organization described in Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code which is exempt from tax under section 501(a) of the Internal Revenue Code (a “Tax Exempt Organization”) within or within eight (8) miles of Issuer.

In 2007 the Issuer issued such Revenue Bond (the “Bond”) for Coe College, a nonprofit corporation organized under Chapter 504 of the laws of Iowa and a Tax Exempt Organization (hereinafter “Borrower”).  The Borrower and the Original Purchaser of the Bond have consented to an amendment to the terms of the Bond, the Financing Documents (as defined in a Loan Agreement dated as of June 1, 2007) and other documents to address an omission of terms therein that the parties expected to be in the documents.
The Bond does not and shall never constitute an indebtedness of the Issuer within the meaning of any state constitutional provision or statutory limitation and do not constitute nor give rise to a pecuniary liability of the Issuer nor a charge against its general credit or taxing powers, and the principal of, interest and premium, if any, on the Bond are payable solely out of the revenues derived from the Project financed by the Bond.

The Issuer, Borrower and Original Purchaser have agreed that terms of the Bond and Promissory Note do not reflect the expectations of the parties to commence principal payment based on the amount of principal outstanding on the date principal payments were to begin and the amortization schedule attached to the issued Bond does not reflect the expectations of the parties because the Financing Documents omitted a provision to recognize that the principal outstanding on such date might be less than the original amount of the issued Bond necessitating the substitution of a revised amortization schedule.

1. Effective September 1, 2012, the amortization schedule attached hereto provided by U.S. Bank National Association shall be substituted for the existing amortization schedule attached to the Bond.  Any provision to the contrary in the Bond Purchase Agreement, Loan Agreement, Bond, or Promissory Note, as such terms are defined in the Loan Agreement, shall be deemed amended to agree with the repayment schedule set forth in the attached amortization schedule which is based on the principal amount outstanding on the date principal payments were to commence.

2. The Promissory Note is amended by substituting the attached amortization schedule.

3. A copy of this Amendment Agreement shall be affixed to the Bond and Promissory Note.

4. This Amendment Agreement shall be effective as of June 1, 2007.

All other terms and provisions of the Bond, Bond Purchase Agreement, Loan Agreement, Promissory Note and Tax Exemption Agreement, including the final maturity date of the Bond, shall remain the same and be in full force and effect.

Accepting Improvements and Releasing the Letter of Credit for Longfellow Square First Addition 
A question recently came up regarding what improvements the City was responsible to maintain in Longfellow Square First Addition.  After reviewing the documents for this subdivision, it was discovered that the City had not accepted the improvements as a part of the original plat process outlined as follows:

· Resolution #00-12 passed on January 19, 2000, granting permission to proceed with installation of improvements.

· Resolution 00-34 passed on March 15, 2000, accepting a Letter of Credit from Brenton Bank on behalf of Armstrong-Race Realty Company in the amount of $261,000 for completion of the public improvements by November 15, 2000.

· Resolution 00-35 passed on March 15, 2000, approving the final plat of Longfellow Square First Addition.

In the plat file for Longfellow Square First Addition, City Engineer, Dick Ransom found a maintenance bond from Watson Service for the storm sewer, sanitary sewer and water main that was installed in this subdivision dated February 23, 2001.  

The required maintenance bond for the paving, a letter recommending acceptance of the improvements from Hall and Hall or the Water Department, a Resolution accepting the improvements by the City Council, and a Resolution releasing the letter or credit have not been found.  These steps would have been the normal documents that we would have expected to find to complete the process of the final platting of Longfellow Square First Addition.  

In order to provide closure to this item, City Engineer Dick Ransom recommends adopting a resolution to accept the improvements and release the letter of credit.  The paving would only be what is in the public right of way.  The utilities would be all that were installed in the First Addition.  Given the length of time that has passed, any maintenance bonds submitted for this work are no longer valid and this item will not need to be recorded in the office of the Linn County Recorder.

Approving Invoice No. 1 for Payment of the City’s Portion of Costs to Compass Commercial Services, LLC for the Construction of Sidewalk Trail Extension Along Boyson Road

Along with the revised site plan submitted for Boyson Square in 2010, the City requested that Compass Commercial Services, LLC (Developer) install a portion of the 10 foot trail along Boyson Road with the City agreeing to pay for five foot of the cost in order to provide for uniform standard for sidewalk construction.  

The trail was constructed in 2011, and in the spring of 2012, Joe Ahmann submitted a bill to Hall and Hall Engineers for payment of the City’s portion of the construction along with a bill from the paving contractor for $9,075.40.  After reviewing the bill, City Engineer Dick Ransom discovered that more quantity was included than the City had agreed to pay.  The amount was refigured to reflect the correct amount of $5,699.15 for the City’s portion of the trail extension.
Invoice #1 (one) referenced to Compass Commercial Services, LLC Invoice #12-0423-1751 dated April 23, 2012, in the amount of $5,699.15 has been received in the Clerk’s Office for payment.
The City of Hiawatha has received recommendation from City Engineer, Dick Ransom to make payment for the City’s portion of the cost of construction for the installation of a 10 foot trail extension along Boyson Road in the Boyson Square Development.
Funding for the payment of Invoice #1 (one) is available in the Capital Project Fund.
