Superintendent’s Report
Carl Ransford informed the board members of the site plan reviews for Hiawatha Care Center, Hawkeye Ready Mix, and McGrath’s Used Car Campus.  All site plans are for concrete parking area changes.  
Ricklefs Excavating has repaired the sewer service at 108 E. Clark St. It had been broken when they were working on the E. Clark St. Project.  The Water Department has repaired some bare lawn areas at 116 E. Clark St. along with a settled yard at 1975 Lyndhurst Dr.  Ricklefs Excavating also has to repair the blow off on the west side of the Emmons St. bridge.  The main is leaking and has been shut off. This repair is from the Emmons St. Bridge Project. 

Ransford explained that the Water Department’s planning to start our meter change out program this fall.  The plan is to start on B & C Avenues and then E. Clark and W. Willman St.

Ransford also attached information about the lead-free definition from the Safe Drinking Water Association.  There is a new regulation on the amount of lead that can be used in pipes, pipe fittings, plumbing fittings, and fixtures.
