Resolution 15-13 Approved
Superintendent’s Report
The Utility Service crew came in to paint the Water Tower on Boyson Rd on April 30th.  Currently the tower has been sandblasted, primed, pressure washed and is now ready for paint. 
The water main on N. Center Point Rd. has been installed and is ready to put in service once the bacteria test results come back.  

In April there was a water main break at 105 E. Willman St.  We originally thought this was a service break, but when the homeowner hired someone to fix the break they found it was actually on the main.  Our crew came in and made the repair.  The majority of the excavation had already been done by the owner’s contractor therefore we agreed to pay for that bill. 
We did not receive any response back from the dealerships about replacing truck #700 F-350.  Ransford asked the board their thoughts on actually keeping the F-350 and purchasing another service truck.  He explained that all the city departments utilize this truck and with 3 water operators out in the field we really could use another service truck.  The board gave the okay for Ransford to take a look at the current dealership inventory and get bids.
Our guys have replaced the water meter at Well #8.  This meter had been rebuilt and it is now time to replace it as the readings were no longer accurate.  All the well meters will eventually need to be replaced.  

Gary Casady moved to adjourn the meeting at 6:25pm.  Troy Andersen seconded.  Motion carried.
