Under the terms of the proposal CCB Packaging, Inc. will undertake the Project consisting of certain improvements as described in Exhibit “B” to be completed in the Project Area by CCB Packaging, Inc. and will create at least thirty (30) new fulltime jobs, the City then agrees to assist the Project by rebating to CCB Packaging, Inc. for a period of four (4) years, incremental property taxes actually paid with respect to the minimum improvements and received under Iowa Code Section 403.19 by the City not to exceed $75,000.00 in any fiscal year.

Description of minimum improvements:

Developer to construct 5,000 to 6,000 square feet of new corporate headquarters attached to a 39,000 to 40,000 square foot expansion of the existing facility. The new corporate headquarters will protrude from the existing footprint. Additional landscaping will be considered pending project budget with a cost of approximately $3,000,000.00 exclusive of any machinery or equipment. The minimum improvements will be completed on or before October 31, 2010 barring an unavoidable delay outside CCB Packaging, Inc.’s control.
