5-Month Overview of Staff Projects Report  

City Clerk, Kim Downs and Mayor Theis reviewed all emails and documents containing outstanding projects following the departure of the City Administrator and placed priority on completion/resolution of these items.
Task lists featuring a description of the project and completion status have been created for each department or responsible staff member and are updated as the status changes.  The project task lists were distributed to Council members in their packets for review.  This information was necessary to keep Council informed of project goals City staff has been working to complete.  Many tasks were initiated two years ago but in a short amount of time have been completed successfully.
Authorizing Staff to Proceed with the Commissioning of City Hall 

City Clerk, Kim Downs requested Council approval in the commissioning of City Hall due to ongoing issues with the heating and cooling (HVAC) system 
Over the past four years, the HVAC system at City Hall has not been reaching optimum settings and the building continues to be over pressured.  Kim Downs; Mayor Theis; Building Maintenance personnel, Jerry Rowray; City Attorney, Mark Parmenter and Community Development Director, Mark Powers have been working with the current contractor and subcontractors in an attempt to correct these problems with no success.  They now feel that the best course of action is to move forward with the commissioning of the building performed by a mechanical engineer to determine what is causing the problems with the HVAC and the best option for remedy of the situation.
The commissioning of City Hall will provide the following benefits:

· A clear and consistent description of the cause of the problems with the building’s HVAC system and what needs to be done to correct the problems

· Determination of the full scope of work needed to resolve the problems with the HVAC system, detailed assessment of the cost of repair, and the estimated time to perform the needed repairs

· Expert advice

Kim Downs, Mayor Theis, Jerry Rowray and Mark Powers met with the following three qualified mechanical engineering firms discussing the issues and initial inspection of the building:

1. MSA - $11,780.00

2. KJWW - $16,700.00

3. Shive Hattery – No quote provided due to conflict of interest
After reviewing and discussing the submitted quotes thoroughly, Kim Downs, Mayor Theis, Jerry Rowray, Mark Powers and Mark Parmenter recommend KJWW as the most responsible responsive quotation due to their ability to provide the most extensive commissioning of City Hall.
The scope of work for the commissioning of City Hall includes the following:
· Investigation of problems with HVAC

· Review of electrical system

· Review of roof access

· Overall building review

Once the above listed items have been completed, KJWW will provide a report summarizing their findings, providing recommendation of necessary modifications and identifying deficiencies in the design/construction of the HVAC and emergency generator portions of the building.  If design services are required for this project, KJWW will provide a proposal.
The commissioning of City Hall is not a budgeted project and therefore, City staff additionally requested approval of intent to reimburse the capital project fund with the spring 2013 bonding cycle funds.
City Attorney, Mark Parmenter explained that City staff is looking for a fresh set of eyes to pinpoint the issues.  We would look to KJWW as an expert witness if needed in the future.  Parmenter additionally clarified that stage one of the project would be investigation and stage two would be to fix the issues.
Mark Parmenter stated that the breach of contractor statute of limitations is 10 years.  The commissioning of the building could be conducted within 30 to 45 days if Council approves our request.  MSA and KJWW did walk through the building and each agreed that we have quality equipment but it appears that they are not communicating properly.
Bob Rampulla presented RESOLUTION #12-128 authorizing the commissioning of City Hall by KJWW Engineering Consulting as recommended by City staff in an amount not to exceed $16,700.00 funded through the Capital Project Fund with an intent to reimburse through the spring 2013 bonding proceedings in order to correct issues with the heating and cooling system (HVAC) and the Mayor is hereby directed to execute the contract and any other related documents as necessary, second by Dick Olson

Amending 2010 Employee Policy Manual Section VIII Education Assistance Setting a Reimbursement maximum Per Calendar Year

City Clerk, Kim Downs requested Council approval in amending 2010 Employee Policy Manual Section VIII Education Assistance as follows:

· Adding a maximum time period of three years for completion of degree

· Item #8 Reimbursement – Approved degree and certificate programs may receive education assistance in the amount of 50% up to $5,250.00 maximum reimbursement per calendar year. The City reserves the right to amend the percentage and annual maximum reimbursement for education assistance as necessary in order to remain consistent with dollar limitations set in the Internal Revenue Service Taxable Fringe Benefit Guide, Section 20 Educational Reimbursements and Allowances. Reimbursement is for tuition, cost of books and labs.  No tuition assistance is paid for supplies, transportation, or other expenses. No tuition assistance will be paid prior to the successful completion of an approved specific course as stated above.

Kim Downs and Council members discussed employees who currently have agreements with the City for education assistance.  Council members agreed that these employees will be able to carry out the completion of their degree under the provisions that were in effect at the time of execution of the agreement, making them exempt from the new amendments to the Education Assistant section as outlined above.  Upon Council approval, the amendments requested tonight will apply to all future education assistance requests.

Discussion/Possible Action Regarding Boyson Road/Robins Road Utility Relocation from Above Ground Wires to Underground

Past City policy has been to relocate utility wires underground and remove utility poles upon the construction of improvement projects.  The cost of relocating underground is generally more expensive than moving poles and preserving overhead wiring.
Alliant Energy and Mediacom will relocate overhead utilities and wiring at their cost but expects cities to pay the difference in construction costs if the utilities are being moved underground.
The Boyson Road and Robins Road Intersection Project is scheduled for 2013 construction.  Alliant and Mediacom submitted cost estimates for underground wiring relocations due to the improvements in connection with this project as follows:

· Alliant Energy - $121,422 cost estimate for the City for the relocation.  Alliant’s policy is to work only in the current project area which would be the intersection comprising 625 feet of Boyson Road and 200 feet of Robins Road

· Mediacom - $90,298 cost estimate for the City to relocate lines along Boyson Road from Dry Run Creek Court to North Center Point Road

Total estimated cost for both relocations:  $212,000 with additional engineering cost determined by the Finance Director in the amount of $31,800.00, total cost $243,800.
Right of way and easement acquisition for the Boyson Road and Robins Road Intersection Project is in process and the acquisitions will be necessary before the utilities are relocated.

Marty Bruns presented RESOLUTION #12-130 authorizing City staff to proceed with the Boyson Road and Robins Road Underground Utility Relocation Project in an amount not to exceed $243,800 for the relocation of overhead lines underground and removal of utility poles by Alliant Energy and Mediacom utilizing available funding in the FY 2013 Capital Project Fund in the amount of $150,000 with the remainder of construction costs in the amount of $93,800 being covered by spring 2013 bonding with an intent to reimburse the Capital Project Fund., second by Dick Olson.

The final total project cost is $801,250.00 and the final proposed amount of assessment to the benefited properties is $356,380.00 if City Council decides to include a 10% Default and Deficiency charge to the assessment as allowed by the Iowa Code, or $323,980.00 without the Default and Deficiency charge.  The total preliminary assessment amount adopted on June 14, 2011 was $454,440.  The final assessment reflects a 21.6 to 28.7 percent decrease in total assessable project costs based on the two final assessment amounts listed above.  

City engineering, Hall and Hall Engineers inspected completed work on the project and found it to be in substantial conformance with contract requirements.

Upon adoption and levy of the assessment, property owners will be mailed a notice with payment instructions.  Payments can be made as a lump sum or paid in installments over 10 years with interest.  The interest rate proposed is 5% based on Council approval of previous final assessments.  Council has the ability to set the interest rate between zero and nine percent per Iowa Code.

City Engineer, Dick Ransom recommends adoption of the resolution to adopt and levy the final assessment for the Stamy Road from north of Kacena Road to Tower Terrace Road Pavement Extension Project.

City Clerk, Kim Downs has been asked by the League of Cities to participate as a League Executive Board Director.

The Executive Board is responsible for adopting policies to provide direction to the League, adopting the annual operating budget, establishing membership fees, and providing direction to the executive director consistent with the League constitution and bylaws. The Board is composed of 19 officials from member cities including a president, president-elect, immediate past president, two other past presidents, and 14 directors from various geographic regions and population classifications.

The time investment would consist of the following: meeting six times each fiscal year. Currently, the executive board meets every February, April, June, August, and November, in addition to the business meeting held during the Annual Conference. The meetings in length are about four hours. Kim Downs would plan on driving down in the morning and coming back in the afternoon.
