Dean Spina-CCB Packaging Request asking the City of be the Issuer of Midwestern Disaster Area Bonds

Dean Spina on behalf of CCB Packaging presented information on Midwestern Disaster Area Bond dollars asking the City to be the issuer to aid CCB Packaging whom suffered a loss in a trade or business attributed to flooding, storms or tornadoes or were a person using the property that is designated by the Governor as a person replacing a trade or business with respect to which another person suffered such a loss. 

Iowa has available over $2.3 Billion in tax exempt Midwestern Disaster Area Bonds; the bond financing involves a local or state government borrowing the money and loaning the money to a business. There is no risk to the credit or taxes of the issuer. The bond is a limited obligation; the government issuer is exempt from federal income tax resulting in a substantial lower rate of interest and thus reduced interest expenses.
Council direct staff to place a resolution on July 7, 2010 agenda to consider setting a public hearing date regarding the issuance of Midwestern Disaster Area Bond for CCB Packaging.
Considering Special Provisions related to the Cedar Rapids Metropolitan Area Design Standards for the City of Hiawatha, including the requirement in all new subdivisions including six-inch curb, driveway approach grinding only
The City received a letter from Al Frey requesting special provisions relating to the Cedar Rapids Metropolitan Area Design Standards for the City of Hiawatha, including the requirement in all new subdivisions including a six-inch curb, driveway approach grinding only for affordability.
City Engineer, Dick Ransom assured the Council that the City has annual cost for sod repair and roll curb and recommends that they stay with the rock. Hiawatha’s resolution should follow what the City of Marion has in place, requiring all new subdivisions to include only six-inch curb for all streets, allowing driveway approach grinding only.  Longitudinal pavement jointing will not be required.
Jim Sattler addressed the City Council by stating that he believes the special provisions would be a waste of money and time; the requirements have been in place for over 30 years, the cost of grinding down curbs would be very expensive ($7,500.00). Sattler additional stated the cost of sod is very inexpensive in comparison to grinding down the curb.
