Linn County Housing Fund presentation - John Harris and Tracey Achenbach of the East Central Iowa Council of Governments

John Harris and Tracey Achenbach of The East Central Iowa Council of Governments gave a presentation on the Linn County Housing Fund.  Achenbach spoke about the two pools of funds that they have.  One is a housing trust fund that is for housing organizations, agencies, developers or organizations that benefit people of low to moderate income.  The other pool of funding is their minor repair or rehab program that does directly benefit homeowners who may need help with getting a new roof, furnace, hot water heater or other repairs.  Council Member Rampulla inquired about the interest rates on the loans.  Achenbach stated that the applicants propose the term and interest of the loans.
