JULY 16, 2013
Meeting was called to order at 5:30 PM by Chairperson Patrick White in Conference Room B at 101 Emmons St. Members present were Patrick White, Beverly Daws and Troy Andersen.  Gary Casady arrived at 5:35 and Charlie Fridal arrived at 5:37 Also present was Water Superintendent Carl Ransford, Water Systems Supervisor Marty Recker, Council Liaison Bob Wheeler, John Mangold from Twisters, Joe Mailander from City of Cedar Rapids, Lisa Burch and Joe Digman representatives of Twisters, and Water Clerk II Sara Ries.  Roll was called.

Bev Daws moved the approval of the agenda. Troy Andersen seconded.  Motion Carried.

Troy Andersen moved the approval of the consent agenda: June 2013 meeting minutes, financial report, and bills. Bev Daws seconded. Motion Carried.
BUSINESS:
Discussion of Property at 4625 Tower Terrace Rd

Representatives Lisa Burch and Joe Digman spoke to the Water Board about supplying water to the property of 4625 Tower Terrace Rd.  John Mangold of Twister’s has purchased this property and is planning to build a commercial building.  This lot consists of 2 – 10 acre lots and the owner would be building on 1 – 10 acre lot. Hiawatha has a water main going past this property and the City of Cedar Rapids does not have water service to this area right now.  The request is for a temporary 28E Agreement between Cedar Rapids and Hiawatha until Cedar Rapids can provide water to the property.  There is no sanitary sewer to the property.  A septic system will be installed to service this property only.  DNR has approved the septic system because this building is under the threshold for the amount of sewer that would be used.  Fire protection may not be needed as they would be under the threshold for that as well, but fire protection is not out of the question.  There is a fire hydrant present near the property.  A concern of the Water Boards is future placement of Edgewood Rd., and the fact that this is a current Hiawatha business that would be leaving the City.  The Water Board asked Joe Mailander of Cedar Rapids to write up a 28E Agreement for consideration, but no decision was made. 

Gary Casady made a motion to table the discussion of the Property at 4625 Tower Terrace Rd. until further information has been received and a decision can be made.  Patrick White seconded. Motion Carried. 

Consider Resolution Authorizing the Purchase of Water Main Fittings for the Hookup of Well #10 to Loggerhead Road. 
The pipe for the new water main for Well #10 has been purchased but now the fittings need to be purchased.  Two quotes have been received.  One from HD Supply Waterworks and one from Schimberg Co.  The board accepted the quote from HD Supply for $22,910.44
Troy Andersen made a motion to pass Resolution 18-13 Authorizing the Purchase of Water Main Fittings for the Hookup of Well #10 to Loggerhead Rd.  Bev Daws seconded the motion.
