With the rezoning of Pines at Turtle Creek First Addition from an R-3 to R-3 PUD Overlay the developer requested Council approval of the Final Development Plan. The development plan allows for the front yard setback to be varied and set as close as fifteen (15) feet to the front yard lot line. With the ability of setting the house either closer or farther back, the development has a variety or helps keep it from having all the houses at the same set back. It also helps by allowing construction with less concrete and less driveway to maintain. An additional advantage for the request is to allow larger rear yards and the preservation of trees and vegetation in the rear yard areas.

The project is expected to start early October and run approximately six (6) weeks.

After review and the recommendation regarding special provisions of the City Engineer the City Clerk has requested this provision to be passed by resolution. 

Developer Ace Aossey of 1011 Longfellow addressed the City Council by stating that he doesn’t object to the resolution presented, however he has concerns with internal streets with his new development. 
Dick Olson spoke of allowing wording that would allow for some roll curb and keeping 6” curb to the arterial streets. Council agreed to allow the ability of the council to waive 6” curb requirements upon receiving a request from the developer.
