SETTING PAY AND BENEFITS FOR FINANCE DIRECTOR
City Administrator, Gary Rogers, Jr. requested Council consent naming Cindy Kudrna as the permanent Finance Director. Kudrna for the past nine months has played the role as interim Finance Director to Laurie Hebl’s resignation. Rogers additionally requested a compensation increase of two steps to be retroactive to July 1, 2009 (Grade D-5 Step 3 to Grade D-5 Step 5) with full-time employee status. This is an exempt position, as defined by FLSA, Administrative Exemption.
Bob Rampulla moved council consent setting pay for Finance Director, second by Dick Olson. Motion carried. 
Discussion Regarding Staffing Requirements-City Administrator Recommendation
The City Council reviewed a memo detailing staffing needs recommended by the City Administrator, Gary Rogers, Jr.

Rogers’s recommendation reflected the relocation or reorganization of staff by moving the Administrative Assistant to the Policy and Administration floor and enhances the Administrative Assistants abilities in information technology, the replacement of authorized and vacant positions such as the Deputy Clerk and Park & Recreation assistants. Council additionally reviewed the matrix and job descriptions that modified the proposed changes. Rogers pointed out that we would not be creating new positions; we would just be reorganizing the current staff that we have.    
Nancy Melsa requested a work session to discuss the staff needs in more detail.

Being in the community center outside your rental time can result in loss of your damage deposit. 4.) The lobby of City Hall is not part of the rental area. No one should be using the lobby or using the city hall doors as an entrance or exit. Only the community center entrance should be used and 18.) No decorations or lights may be hung from the ceiling.

AUTHORIZATION FOR USE OF GUTHRIDGE PARK-HOG WILD DAYS 2010  
The Hiawatha Lions Club submitted a request asking permission to hold Hog Wild Days in Guthridge Park on June 13-23, 2010. The Park & Recreation Commission has reviewed the request and recommends council approval.

FY 09-10 Health Insurance/Dental/Vision Plan  
The City Council reviewed the city’s renewal for health insurance, dental, and vision benefits. Wellmark BlueCross BlueShield gave the city a renewal of 18.81%. This increase derived mainly from medical trend and risk level (health conditions). To ensure the city was still offering the best plan at the best rates, all employees completed applications for other carrier rates to be obtained. 
From reviewing the other carriers and due to our union contracts, administrative staffs along with our insurance broker to stay with the status quo with Wellmark as the other carries have several major differences which would be seen as a loss of benefits to the employee. 
Dental insurance was also reviewed and a recommendation was made to move to MetLife for dental insurance. MetLife would allow employees more choices in dentist. There were no changes in benefits by moving to MetLife as it mirrored Blue Dental. By moving to MetLife this would be a savings to the city of $2,677.44 for the plan year. There is an additional saving of $989.00 with MetLife because they will also carry the vision discount card that was provided by Avesis. 

The renewal date would be from September 1, 2009 through June 30, 2010 so that we can re-negotiation union contracts and set a new renewal date for FY 2010-2010.
