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The Hiawatha City Council met in regular session in the Hiawatha Council Chambers on September 2, 2015. Mayor Tom Theis called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. Council members present: Dennis Norton, Bob Rampulla, Dick Olson and Marty Bruns. Bob Wheeler was absent. Staff present: City Engineer John Bender, Community Development Director Patrick Parsley,  Finance Director Cindy Kudrna, Fire Chief Mike Nesslage and Police Chief Dennis Marks. Guests: Scott Ryan of Toyota, Calvin Crowder of GoDaddy, Nicole Becker, Ben Rogers, Bill Bennett, Chris Langhurst, Robert Hembera, Daniel Hoffmann, Brent Oleson, Mike Lukan, Randy Boyle, Mary Bennett, Pierce Becker and Jacob Bryan. Note: Not all guests in attendance signed in. 

Rampulla moved the approval of the agenda, seconded by Norton. Motion carried.
Norton moved the approval of the following consent agenda items: Approval of bills; Regular Meetings July 1, 2015,  July 15, 2015, August 5, 2015 and August 19, 2015; Work Session July 13, 2015; Receive and File Minutes of Boards/Commissions/Committees: History August 10, 2015, Library July 14, 2015, Parks and Recreation (no meeting in July), Planning and Zoning Commission July 27, 2015 and Water Board August 18, 2015; City Engineer’s Report and Mayor’s Report, seconded by Olson.  Motion carried.  
Report from Council Members / Mayor / City Administrator

Mayor Theis mentioned the attendance sheet is outside the door. Asked everyone to please sign in as it is public record and helps staff prepare the minutes.
City Administrator Downs acknowledged and commended City Clerk Kornegor and Finance Director Kudrna for attending training at the Academy. 

Chief Marks announced that he was Mayor Theis’s designee for the Mayoral putting challenge and that he beat Mayor Corbet. Marks also mentioned that he won the traveling trophy and will have it for one year.

Calvin Crowder of GoDaddy commented they are excited to expand and operate out of Hiawatha. Crowder also mentioned there will be a complete expansion of the 74,000 square foot building which will include a second floor mezzanine, café, break room area, a relaxation area and a fitness facility. Crowder also included they will be hiring at least 130 new employees.
Bob Hembera of 208 15th Avenue asked if there was an additional TIF agreement between the City and GoDaddy and if TIF helps with expansion. 

Jacob Bryan of 941 Emmons Street asked if they had to stay a certain amount of time and when TIF ends.

Council Member Bruns stated that if they move TIF goes away.
Council Member Olson added taxes are still collected if they move.

Roll call vote: AYES: Olson, Norton, Rampulla, Bruns. NAYS: None. ABSENT: Wheeler. RESOLUTION #15-169 adopted. 
Rampulla presented RESOLUTION #15-170 approving application for (Final) Pay Estimate #11 for the FY 2013 for the RISE Improvement Reconstruction of North Center Point Road from CC&P Railroad to Fisher Street and North of Boyson Road Project and directing City Clerk to make payment to Ricklefs Excavating, Ltd. of Anamosa, Iowa, in the amount of $124,445.32 immediately with 5% retainage in the amount of $30,000.00 being released after 30 days has elapsed from date of acceptable if no claims are filed against the project, seconded by Norton. Roll call vote: AYES: Norton, Bruns, Rampulla, Olson. NAYS: None. ABSENT: Wheeler. RESOLUTION #15-170 adopted. 
Expressing support for maintaining five (5) Linn County Supervisors
Bruns stated that it is inappropriate for City Council to pass political resolution because there is a percentage of citizens who don’t agree and by passing this resolution it implies the whole City agrees. Bruns continued to say that the resolution says we have a stronger partnership with Board who is continuously late on getting valuation numbers to us in the Fall which slows down staff from completing the budget. Bruns says that the current Board has reneged on their promise to get five (5) supervisors in other areas in the County that would benefit from differences in salary; resolutions are okay if they benefit Hiawatha but if we take a political position outside the City we are walking on shaky ground.  
Council Member Rampulla stated that he agrees with Bruns somewhat and there should not be a resolution; it should be done by vote in an election.  Rampulla mentioned people do not trust government because they say one thing and do something else.

Olson commented that he was surprised to see this on the agenda and as it is a political issue Council should not take action on this.  Olson also stated that controversy between the Supervisors and the Auditor need to be resolved and there is no information that says we are better off having five (5) versus three (3) supervisors. 

Council Member Norton commented that he agrees with comments from the other Council Members.

Ben Rogers mentioned that it is citizen driven to go back to three (3) Board members and that citizens have misguided views about Board members. Rogers also continued that City of Marion did support this unanimously; they have been trying to get resolutions of support in surrounding communities just so there is support outside of Cedar Rapids. 
Brent Oleson commented that he is embarrassed by the back and forth from Auditor and doesn’t want it to be a political issue; by passing Council is saying the communities outside of Cedar Rapids get their own representative and without five (5) supervisors there is a slow walk of Tower Terrace because it will benefit Hiawatha more. Oleson mentions that this matter is supervisor against Board and if they collect 9,000 signatures it will go to vote but they want Cities and groups to pass this as a statement to keep politics out of this matter. Oleson stated that he is looking at it as influencing the way people vote.
Bruns replied that his issue is that he doesn’t think a City has any business influencing votes.

Olson also replied that his comments do not reflect on how he thinks citizens should vote.
