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The Hiawatha City Council met in regular session in the Hiawatha Council Chambers on September 3, 2014. Mayor Tom Theis called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. Council members present: Marty Bruns, Bob Rampulla, Dick Olson, Bob Wheeler and Dennis Norton.  Staff present: City Administrator Kim Downs, Admin. Assist/IT Stacy Schryba-Mead, Community Development Director Patrick Parsley, and City Attorney Mark Parmenter. Guests: Bill Bennett, Randy Boyle, Dennis Ream, Gary Casady, and Kevin Tyrrell.

Citizen’s Input
Randy Boyle of Cedar Rapids read an email he had previously sent to Council Members and City Staff regarding the interpretation of non-conforming use in the Unified Development Code. Boyle mentioned that he previously requested a rezoning of the property located at 315 Robins Road from C-2 to C-3 but the request was denied. Boyle said he tried to rent a building on Fisher Street for his garment printing business and the City would not allow this type of use in that location; Boyle appealed to the State Ombudsman’s office and was told he could file an appeal.  Boyle stated he appealed the non-conforming status with the Hiawatha Board of Adjustment and the appeal was denied.

Boyle requested the following changes be made to Hiawatha Unified Development Code Sections 165.70 (3) (A), 165.70 (3) (C) (3) and 165.15 (2) Figure I Land Use Matrix to make it easier for property owners, developers and buyers to understand the intent of the code:
· Better define what “more restricted’ means.
· Use the same terminology in the use matrix as you do in the Non-conforming section.
· If the intent is to terminate the non-conforming use, state that intent.
· Populate all of the boxes on the Use Matrix. (“P” indicates Permitted, “N’ indicates Not Permitted, no definition provided when box is not populated).
 
Boyle also pointed out the city purchased the property located at 100 Emmons Street from Graybill Electronics, and the property was re-zoned from C-ORS to CPR-1. Boyle commented it appears the city is using the building for storage and “Storage Use Only” is restricted to I-1 and I-2 Zoning; this is not a legal use of the property.
