Setting Licensing and Application Fees for Peddlers, Solicitors and Transient Merchants
The revised Hiawatha Code of Ordinances Chapter 122, Peddlers, Solicitors and Transient Merchants, includes language to set licensing and application fees for Peddlers, Solicitors and Transient Merchants by resolution of City Council.  License and application fees will increase due to additional administrative duties required in the application process and the equipment and resources required to produce the identification badges for the licensees.
Mayor Theis requested that Council increase the license fees even further than what was being requested and provide the licensee an incentive to return the identification badges to the City Clerk’s office after their license issue period expires.  One day and one week license fees will be increased by $20.00 from what was originally proposed.  A refund of $20.00 will be issued to Peddlers, Solicitors and Transient Merchants who return their identification badge within 48 hours of the expiration date listed on the badge.
