Loren Leach then spoke that Kleiman Construction would like the final payment on the public works building which has been held since there have been issue with the roof leaking. Kleiman believe they have resolved this issue with the latest repair back in June 2010. Ransford then show pictures of the public works building roof from the beginning until now. Ransford would like to see a new vent put on like the one on the other building which was done close to the same time. Council held a discussion of different options they had and ask Jasa want his opinion was. Kleiman was asked to come but didn’t show up. The Council wanted to get a price on the different vent and material to cover all the screw holes.
Ransford explain what the water department was going to do on East Clark Street with the Water Mains. Ransford ask the Council if they would like to join in on the project and put in different storm sewer lines. Leach showed the Council how they could do the storm line. The Council then held a discussion and asked Kudrna if the funds were available. The Council decided to join in on the project. 
Daws called the Public Hearing for 2011 East Clark Water Main Project was call to order at 6:45. Fridal moved to close the dates were published wrong will be publish in the future. Whited seconded the motion. All were in favor. Motion was carried.
Fridal made the motion to pass Resolution 24-10 Authorizing Transfer of Funds from Cash Water Operation Fund to Cash Capital Improvements Fund. White seconded the motion. Motion was carried. Roll was called.

Superintendent Report

Ransford told the board that the water main and sewer lines have been completed at Loggerhead Rd. in the Pines at Turtle Creek 1st addition. The water lines were pressure tested and they now in the process of doing bacterial testing. If the weather holds the streets may be paved by November.
Ransford also said that the water line on 3rd Ave. has been completed and everyone is switch over to the 6” water line today. 
Ransford said that the guys had helped the parks department plant 39 trees on N. Center Point Rd. and 4th Avenue.
