Brad Robbins said a drip ring would not be necessary if the board would use the maintenance plan his company has proposed to them. Troy Andersen asked about the pax mixer motor size that would be put inside the tower to help keep ice from forming and would result in less chemical usage. John Snodgrass said there were 2 different sizes, but were unsure of what size we would require.  Carl Ransford said everyone he contacted was very happy with the service that Utility Service Company provided for them.
