Report from Council Members / Mayor / City Administrator

City Administrator Downs informed council there is another Comprehensive Plan update meeting on April 27, 2016. Downs said it would be nice to have council there; Council Members Wichtendahl and Bruns are already on the committee. The group will be working on a SWOT analysis and are trying to get public input. There will be a survey in the May newsletter with responses taken from the public until June 1.
