Citizens Input

Phil Matthews of 107 Willman Street inquired about the properties owned by the city, how much the city has paid for them and plans for the properties.
Council Member Rampulla explained the city has to do an investment in order to get a return back on it and the city has to put money up front due to growth. Once that money goes out, it will eventually come back in taxes. 
Council Member Olson mentioned that it would be beneficial for the city to put together a list of the city owned properties including the property values to answer questions. 

Matthews also questioned wages for a new employee in the Water Department and asked about job duties of the employees. 

Report from Council Members / Mayor / City Administrator

Council Member Wichtendahl informed the council of the minimum wage worker meeting she attended and stated that the county has the ability to raise the minimum wage. Municipalities cannot directly opt out of it although they can set what’s known as a lower minimum wage.
Mayor Bennett stated that after he left the meeting he feels cities should let the state take over with making the decision.

Council Member Olson agreed with Mayor Bennett and thanked Wichtendahl for being on that board.

City Administrator Downs stated staff has been very busy with the Tower Terrace Interchange and had a meeting with the IDOT Director. The plan is Hiawatha will continue to lead the pack and will have another meeting set up towards the end of June, which will consist of the mayor, city managers and city engineers to continue these conversations. Downs continued as of right now staff wants to keep the project moving as there are certain things staff must do to be ready for the DOT to put the project in the five-year plan. In addition, the commission meets in October and staff must be ready to do a presentation.
Downs also stated the other exciting meeting that staff attended was the Corridor Business Journal breakfast for the top 25 fastest growing businesses and six of those businesses are located in Hiawatha. It was awesome to be able to congratulate each of the businesses in their progress and growth.

The city was not sure what kind of payments would be necessary and since there is about six weeks left of the fiscal year Kudrna adds in those pay estimates so the city has enough budgeted. 
Council Member Rampulla asked if Kudrna would state the dollar change from the original budget.
Kudrna said the increase in revenues is $2.1 million and the increase in expenses is $5.5 million. Kudrna explained the expenses may not turn out as budgeted but Kudrna wants to make sure the city has adequate money budgeted to prevent going over budget or getting wrote up during the audit.
