Citizens Report

Jan Kvach of 125 Ashworth Court spoke to council regarding the retention basin in the Heritage Green Addition. Kvach inquired if the retention basin can hold a 2-3 inch rain runoff from the newest addition and requested a copy of the Engineering Study to show that information.
City Engineer John Bender stated the entire Heritage Green area was designed around 10 years ago and received Mrs. Kvach’s message. However, Bender said he is unable to locate the original document of the engineering study. Bender acknowledged he contacted the engineering firm who has been working with the Heritage Green area since day one, and is waiting for a copy of the report.  Bender explained these 2-3 acre detention ponds are designed for the entire developed area. Bender said he is confident the basin is fine. Bender also stated all the detention basins are in the process of being recertified. 
Report from Council Members / Mayor / City Administrator

Council Member Norton announced that he received a phone call from reporter Mitch Smith regarding council’s position on the minimum wage. Norton received information from City Clerk Kornegor and learned council will be discussing the minimum wage during the Work Session scheduled for Wednesday, August 24. Norton passed this information along to Mitch Smith. 
Mayor Bennett stated that he received the same call and indicated that council feels that something needs to happen with the minimum wage and council are still in the discussion process.  

City Administrator Downs mentioned she has secured Ben Rogers to speak during the work session and Barb Solberg of Cedar Rapids Metro Economic Alliance, who is the liaison between the legislatures and has also sat in on most of the meetings in Linn County. Downs also stated that she has a call into Johnson County to get some information on their process as to how they came up with the numbers and how they regulate it, with hopes their City Attorney will be able to attend the work session as well.
