Work at Rainbow and 12th Ave is all done and passed.  Residents have been great in this process. City plans to do pavement replacement soon and this will hopefully be completed in the next 2 weeks.
Received two quotes back from Northway Well and Pump for well #6. First quote is to rebuild what is currently in place. Second quote is to switch over to submersible motor. Board members leaning towards vertical turbine. Resolution will be presented at August meeting.

Plans received for Dell Ridge phase 4, north of well 10 and east of Edgewood road.
