The 1.0 MG Storage Tank portion of the project is now complete. The Booster Station portion is almost complete as well with only 96% left, which is, the retainage fee. We are pumping water on a daily basis. The pump is turned on every morning and off every evening until we can get the communications portion working. Pinnacle is currently working on the communications. 

The report also included information about the installation of 8” certi-lock pipe we have on hand to be installed at the Turtle Creek Park located south of Well #10 for a future wellsite. Marty is hoping for a minimal fee for this project as the City will already have a contractor working. We should be able to pay for labor only as we already have the materials.
