Superintendent’s Report
Marty spoke with the board regarding landowners in Linn County that have inquired about getting Hiawatha water. Our current Rules and Regulations do not allow for service outside of the City limits of Hiawatha. The board had a discussion about changing our rules and regulations to allow for connections outside of the city limits with a policy to be put in place. Since the last time the Water Department had a request for service, we have doubled our capacity and storage. We would be able to supply water and fire protection to potential residential customers. We would want to create a policy that would treat all potential residential customers the same for example, they would have the same possible fee schedule and there would be a potential for annexation. Marty stated he is working with the City Engineer and Community Development regarding possible hookup requirements. Water board requested that Marty write up a potential policy with a cost estimate for running water main to the requested areas.
