The MMA event being held at the Eastern Iowa Sports Complex on January 19th is a large venue and they have requested four (4) police officers to stand by at the event.  The Fire Department is also requiring they have two (2) firefighters present to maintain a fire watch during the MMA fights for the following reasons:

· There are no fire sprinklers in the building

· The occupancy limit for the building is approximately 680; they originally estimated a crowd of 1,000 but this will now be reduced to 400

· The firefighters will ensure that the exit ways remain open and the crowd remains below the occupancy requirement

· On site Firefighters will provide fast response to any fire or life emergency

The Fire Chief and Police Chief are asking for authorization to charge a temporary flat fee of $40.00 per hour per officer or firefighter.  A more specific policy will be submitted for approval at a later date.
