2010 Fire Alarm Monitoring, System Inspections and System Maintenance

Deputy Fire Chief, Rob Archibald presented the 2010 Fire Alarm Monitoring, System Inspections and System Maintenance Request for Proposals to the council. Archibald noted that the City has seven (7) facilities that are equipped with fire alarm systems. These facilities include the Fire Station, City Hall, Public Works Building and three (3) satellite water facilities. These systems need to be maintained and tested to ensure proper operations. In addition to annual testing the systems need to be monitored on a 24/7 basis. To this point inspections have been conducted on an inconsistent basis by different companies and on separate contract schedules. The City Hall has not been inspected since our initial in-service testing in 2008. 

Four companies returned proposals to the Clerk’s office by the specified date and time. All of the companies have offices located in Cedar Rapids metro area. Combining all aspects of the alarm system together will offer the City a cost savings. Currently the facilities combined together pay an estimated $3,745.00 per year for monitoring alone. Inspections have not been conducted on a consistent basis but the Fire Station alarm system inspection was $350.00 in 2009. 

After review of the proposals Deputy Fire Chief, Rob Archibald requested and recommends council approval of the 2010 Fire Alarm Monitoring, System Inspections and Systems Maintenance contract to Midwest Alarm Service for a two year period. Midwest Alarm Services uses Per Mar Security Central Station Monitoring. Per Mar is the same monitoring station that currently monitors many of our city facilities. Midwest charges have a slightly higher hourly maintenance rate but don’t have a two hour minimum. The low bidder on hourly maintenance has a two hour minimum. Archibald feels that Midwest Alarm will provide the City quality alarm services.
