The City of Cedar Rapids have approved the request for a special election to be held on May 5th, 2009 on the adoption of a local option sales and services tax pursuant to the provisions of S.F. 44, eighty-third general assembly. 
The cities must send their request for submission of the imposition of a local option sales and services tax to the county supervisors no later than Tuesday morning. 

The council discussed the possibilities of local option sales tax and sunset dates. 

Marty Bruns moved to set a sunset of five (5) years ending June 20, 2014 for the consideration of a 1% local option sales and services tax , second by Dick Olson. Motion carried. 

Bob Rampulla presented RESOLUTION #09-044 requesting submission of the Question of Imposition of a 1% Local Option Sales and Services Tax to the registered voters of Linn County at an election to be held no later than May 5, 2009 and that revenues from a 1% local sales and services tax which may be imposed in this City on the date as set by legislation, shall be allocated as follows: 
1. 0% for property tax relief

2. The specific purposes for which the revenues shall be extended are: water & sewer system improvements, street improvements, public safety, library, park & recreation improvements,
second by Dick Olson.
