Consider Resolution for recommendation to City Council to consider amending Hiawatha Code of Ordinance Chapter 165 Unified Development Code 165.15:2 Land Use Matrix and 165.16 Land Uses and Regulations by District to remove the permitted use of kennels in zoning District C-2 (Neighborhood Convenience District) and add the conditional use of kennels in Zoning C-3 (Highway Commercial District), C-4 (Central Service District), and C-R (Commercial-Recreation District) including “*Totally enclosed in a building” in the notes section, and adding the permitted use of outdoor kennels in Zoning Districts I-1 (Restricted Industrial District) and I-2 (General Industrial District).
Commission Member, Don Mohler, asked if this was what the board had discussed at last month’s meeting. Community Development Director, Mark Powers, stated that this resolution is what the board had asked to be written up at the last meeting. There was no further discussion.

Consider Resolution for recommendation to City Council to consider amending Hiawatha Code of Ordinance Chapter 165 Unified Development Code 165.35 Off-Street Parking Spaces to establish parking use and parking class requirements for a volley ball facility.

Community Development Director, Mark Powers stated that currently there is not a use identified in the Unified Development Code for volley ball courts. City Engineer, Dick Ransom stated that Powers had asked him to research other city ordinances to develop parking requirements for this use. Powers stated that this resolution recommends adding a use identified as “V-2 Volley Ball Courts” with a class number “FF Class No. 31” and a requirement of “15 spaces per court with additional areas allocated by additional uses”. So if there is an additional use such as a restaurant in the building, there would be additional parking spaces required for that use.
