Boyson Road/I-380 Traffic Study
Mayor Theis and City Engineer, Dick Ransom met with the Iowa Department of Transportation staff to discuss the possibilities of installing the loop ramp for the south bound movement on to I-380 and to move the north bound ramps west away from North Center Point Road. Hall and Hall Engineering prepared a proposal for the improvements that utilizes the bridge over I-380 in its current three (3) lane status. When the IJR was completed for Tower Terrace the consultant looked at the Boyson Road interchange and the needed improvements. The study used a bridge configuration of five (5) lanes across the bridge. The five (5) lane improvements were subsequently approved by the Federal Highway Administration for construction. 

During the meeting with the DOT staff indicated they were not opposed to a three (3) lane configuration depending on the outcome of a needed analysis of the level of service since that had not been done previously. The analysis will be beneficial going forward as the City works with the Iowa DOT for funding. The analysis will also help with grant applications for Safety Funds and for Air Quality Funds.
