Setting a Public Hearing Date (June 4, 2014 @ 5:30 P.M.) to Consider Amending Hiawatha Code of Ordinances Chapter 35 Fire Department In Its Entirety

Fire Chief, Mike Nesslage requested council approval of modifying the city code as it relates to the fire department.  The reason for the request is to bring the code up to date with how the Fire Department is currently functioning.

Establishing Just Compensation Value prior to the start of negotiations in connection with the Town Center/Emmons Street/North Center Point Road/Robins Road Intersection Improvement Project
Rampulla presented RESOLUTION #14-105 establishing Just Compensation Value prior to the start of negotiations in connection with the Town Center/Emmons Street/North Center Point Road/Robins Road Intersection Improvement Project, seconded by Wheeler.  Roll call vote: AYES:  Olson, Bruns, Rampulla, Wheeler, Norton.  NAYS:  None.

RESOLUTION #14-105 adopted. 

Change Order # 3 with an increase in contract amount with Ricklefs Excavating Ltd.
Council Member Wheeler asked the reason for the increase.  City Engineer Bender stated the biggest increase was very soft subgrade the contractor had to deal with late in the year.  A piece of equipment fell through and they had to put in two feet of rock literally to get the stability they needed.  Bender continued to explain, its these kind of things you run into and there is absolutely nothing you can do except stabilize them. We were able to delete the procedure we had planned, which was a soil cement type base that didn’t work. Instead we added rock and its 45% fundable through the RISE grant because it is an eligible expense.  The pictures provided in the packet show what the contractor was dealing with.
Bruns presented RESOLUTION #14-106 approving the correction to Change Order #2 due to Scribner’s error and to approving Change Order #3 for the RISE Improvement Reconstruction of North Center Point Road from CC&P Railroad to Fisher Street and North of Boyson Road Project with an increase in contract amount of $62,105.78, resulting in a revised total project contract amount of $2,050,821.08 with Ricklefs Excavating, Ltd. of Anamosa, seconded by Rampulla.  Roll call vote: AYES:  Bruns, Rampulla, Norton, Wheeler, Olson. NAYS:  None.

RESOLUTION #14-106 adopted.

Amending the City’s Snow and Ice Control Policy by adding locations to the list of sidewalks along major arterial routes where the City will provide snow and ice control
Council Member Bruns inquired if the sidewalk located at 100 Blairs Ferry is just at the end of the cemetery and if they have been maintaining that all the way up.  Public Works Superintendant Rod Jasa explained the routes.

Employee Life, Disability and Vision Benefits from July 1, 2014 – June 30, 2016
Council Member Bruns said he was glad to see the increase to Avesis Vision premiums weren’t any higher than the renewal rates they gave us.  
Olson presented RESOLUTION #14-108 approving the renewal of Employee Life Insurance, Accidental Death and Disability Benefits with Lincoln Financial Group and Employee Vision Benefits with Avesis from July 1, 2014 – June 30, 2016, seconded by Wheeler.
