The water line was installed thru an easement to the road right away on Todd Hills Road instead of going thru the out lot D to the west. This is where the Water Department originally wanted it placed.
Carl Ransford said that they replace the bolts on a 12” valve in front of 2200 Heritage Green with the Jet-Vac. He said it worked really slick because there was less mess. They didn’t have to tear up so much of the yard.
Carl Ransford explained to the board that we have doubled our production of water since the weather has been warmer and drier. 
Deb Larson explained to the board that she cashed the CD investment that came due. She put half of the CD plus interest into checking for the maintenance program and reinvested the other half of it.
