Discussion / possible action regarding Change Order #1 for the 14th Avenue and Eisenhower Road Pavement Reconstruction Project
City Engineer Bender provided an update on the status of the 14th Avenue and Eisenhower Road Pavement Reconstruction Project. Bender said the project is going well and if the weather continues to be dry, the proposed additional rock may or may not be used. Bender said he wanted to give council advanced notice instead of coming back later to add subgrade stone in the estimated cost of $25,000. Bender explained engineering has quantity and cost information and plan to do an adjusting change order at the end of the project, no action is necessary tonight.

Brief presentation by Fire Chief Mike Nesslage regarding internal reorganization of fire department

Fire Chief Nesslage gave a brief presentation explaining the following information: the fire department has been changing and growing, going on more calls and the responsibility of the duty crews is increasing with a lot of supervision and running the fire department at night. The duty crew has not been compensated except for the assistant chief and that position decreased. The duty crew has increased to 10 people with the sergeants and captains supervising the crews. There will be no budget change because money will be taken from the assistant chief position to pay the captains and lieutenants.
Nesslage displayed the new fire department organizational chart and old organizational chart on the Elmo for council to see the changes. Council Member Bruns questioned if the lieutenant positions will be retained. Nesslage stated the lieutenants will remain until they have all been trained properly. Norton complimented Nesslage on all the work put into the packet material.

Approving Fire Captain, Fire Lieutenant and Sergeant (Volunteer) Job Descriptions
