Hiawatha Committee Chamber Dollars for Flood Assistance for Area Victims

Due to the catastrophic nature of the recent flood, over 800 businesses have sustained direct physical or economic damage in the Cedar Rapids area alone. Council member Dick Olson presented to the council the development of the Job & Small Business Recovery Fund has been created to assist the flood victims and in partnership with the Greater Cedar Rapids Community Foundation and the Cedar Rapids Area Chamber of Commerce in an effort to retain jobs and keep small business’ in the area. Olson spoke also of the Cedar Rapids School District Foundation. Olson feels there is more that the City of Hiawatha can do to help. The idea of “Neighbors Helping Neighbors” Fundraising Campaign has marked potential to raise up to $100,000 or more in cash to assist our neighbors in Cedar Rapids and Palo. Olson would like to use $75,000 of the money raised to be donated to the Greater Cedar Rapids Community Foundation Job & Small Business Recovery Fund and $25,000 to be used as a back to school fund to assist the 1,800 students who were displaced by the flood. Olson mentioned the Hiawatha Committee Chamber Dollars of $21,503.89 and $3,496.11 of other funds to make an even $25,000.00 would be a great start to the fundraising and asked for support to use the funds as seed money. Olson reviewed the fundraising campaign strategy of raising funds from Hiawatha residents and Hiawatha business partners. Council member Linda Bendixen is not in favor of the campaign specifically having staff help with the planning of the event. Bendixen mentioned our Fire Department, Paramedics, Police Officers have given their assistance at the time of the devastating flood.  
Marty Bruns presented RESOLUTION #08-123 to rescind RESOLTUION #08-107 and replace with RESOLUTION #08-123 to allow Hiawatha Committee Chamber Dollars to be donated to Job & Small Business Recovery Fund for flood recovery and the 1,800 students for the use of back to school supplies, clothing, shoes and other necessary items, second by Dick Olson.
