Meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM by Chairperson Pat White in Conference Room B at 101 Emmons St. Members present were Patrick White, Gary Casady, Beverly Daws, and Troy Andersen. Authorizing Repair and Reinstallation of Well Pump #7
Well #7 pumping equipment was removed due to motor winding failure. Ransford explained that part of the repair bill has been sent to insurance as there is no good reason for the pump to have failed.  Insurance will be contacting Tom Engelken of Northway Well & Pump to get the appropriate information for the claim. Total cost of the pump repair to Northway Well & Pump is not to exceed $18,323.05.
