The Federal government (Medicare) and certain insurance companies set rates which they will pay for ambulance service. Wellmark uses a “modifier” pf 1.7 to set their approved rates. When we charge more than that, we are required to write off the extra charge. In order to make our rates more consistent and competitive, Nesslage recommended that the council adopt rates with a 1.8 “modifier”, rounded off.
