Christina Goodman moved to nominate Brian Fanton as Vice Chairperson for 2009, second by Doug Morris.  Motion carried.

Public Hearing, Kevin Knapp, Black Magic Performance, 1100 Industrial Avenue
Public hearing opened at 7:02 p.m. for the Kevin Knapp, Black Magic Performance requesting a Conditional Use to allow used motor vehicle sales at an existing auto and truck repair center.  The property is Zoned I-1 (Restricted Industrial District) and per Unified Development Code Section 165.16:13 Land Use by District: I-1, Motor Vehicle Sales New and Used are permitted if a conditional use is granted.  Kevin Knapp representing the request was present for the meeting.  No written or verbal correspondence in favor or opposition was received.  Oral comments in favor of the conditional use request:
Kevin Knapp, Owner Black Magic Performance explained that he was trying to receive his dealer’s license so he could buy a few vehicles to fix up and sell to create extra revenue for the company.
No one was present to speak against the conditional use request.

Public hearing closed at 7:03 p.m.

Board Member Brian Fanton asked where the vehicles for sale would be parked.  Kevin Knapp stated that the DOT required that the business must designate three parking spaces as a display area for vehicles to be sold.  This would not be the main source of income for the business and there would only be one or two vehicles at a time on display.
The Board members went through the Seven Standards for Conditional Uses found in Section 165.83 of the Unified Development Code to make sure that the request met all seven standards.

Doug Morris presented Docket #03-09, approving the conditional use request from Kevin Knapp, Black Magic Performance to allow used motor vehicle sales at an existing auto and truck repair center located at 1100 Industrial Avenue, Zoned I-1 (Restricted Industrial District) due to all seven Standards for Conditional Uses in Section 165.83 of the Unified Development Code being met, second by Brian Fanton.
