Setting a Public Hearing Date (September 7, 2011 @ 7:00 P.M.) to Consider Amending Hiawatha Code of Ordinance Chapter 17 Council §17.03 (1) Exercise of Power Action by Council Updating Approval of Public Spending by Resolution of Council for Amounts in Excess of $5,000 to Match the Current Purchasing Policies and Procedures

An amendment to the City’s Purchasing Policies and Procedures was approved by Council on April 6, 2011 by Resolution #11-061 due to changes mandated at the state level.  City Clerk, Kim Downs requested Council approval in amending Code of Ordinance Chapter 17 Council §17.03 (1) Exercise of Power Action by Council updating approval of public spending by resolution of Council for amounts in excess of $5,000 to match the current Purchasing Policies and Procedures.

Dick Olson moved setting a public hearing date (September 7, 2011 @ 7:00 P.M.) to consider amending Hiawatha Code of Ordinance Chapter 17 Council §17.03 (1) Exercise of Power Action by Council updating approval of public spending by Resolution of Council for amounts in excess of $5,000 to match the City’s current Purchasing Policies & Procedures, second by Marty Bruns.  Motion carried.
Agreement Between the Linn County, Iowa Temporary County Redistricting Commission and the Hiawatha, Iowa City Council to Combine Township and City Election Precincts and direct the Mayor and City Clerk to Sign the Agreement

Tim Box and Eric Loecher of the Linn County Auditor’s Office gave a presentation to Council regarding the most recent change to voting precincts for Hiawatha due to the state modifying precinct boundary lines.  Box stated that they need to capture the whole census block including territory outside the city limits, incorporating housing district changes occurring from the annexation process.  
A public hearing was held at the July 20, 2011 Council meeting, and Ordinance #709 amending Hiawatha Code of Ordinance Chapter 3 Boundaries §3.02 Voting Precincts to rearrange districts and add a Third Precinct was approved.  Due to the state modification of boundary lines, a new public hearing date will need to be set for August 24, 2011 @ 5:30 P.M. to consider amending Hiawatha Code of Ordinance Chapter 3 Boundaries §3.02 Voting Precincts to amend the Third Precinct and add a Fourth Precinct.
Council member, Bob Rampulla expressed concern with Monroe Township providing notification to citizens and asked when the County Office would be notifying the public.  Tim Box replied that the county areas outside of the city limits will be notified in February and further explained that the Agreement between the Linn County, Iowa Temporary County Redistricting Commission and the Hiawatha, Iowa City Council to combine the township and City election precincts is required by law due to Hiawatha having a precinct that incorporates corporated and uncorporated areas. 

Rampulla stated that he understood the logistics but doesn’t want it to appear that Hiawatha initiated the change to the voting precincts.  Box stated that there really was no choice; necessary procedures have to be followed to meet the September 1st deadline.
Rampulla requested that the Linn County Auditor’s Office prepare a notice and get it out to the affected residents as soon as possible so they are aware of the City’s public hearing schedule. Box agreed to do so.
Dick Olson presented RESOLUTION #11-190 approving the Agreement between the Linn County, Iowa Temporary County Redistricting Commission and the Hiawatha, Iowa City Council to Combine Township and City Election Precincts and direct the Mayor and City Clerk to sign the Agreement, second by Bob Wheeler.

Council member, Bob Rampulla asked if there were any rental agreements or a contract in place.  Nesslage stated that there were none at this point but he sees this building being substantially rent free with the property owner doing most of the required modifications.

Amending 2010 Employee Policy Manual Section III Minimum Call Back Adding Employee Eligibility for Minimum Call Back While on Paid Leave or Excused Unpaid Absences. (Postponed from August 3, 2011 Council Meeting)

At the August 3, 2011 Council meeting, City Administrator, Gary Rogers, Jr. requested Council approval in authorizing Internet and Phone Communications in 15 minute increments to be considered as time worked for an employee on an authorized leave of absence with advance approval by direct Supervisor, City Administrator or Mayor.  Council postponed any action on this item for further information to be obtained and for the request to be reviewed by the City Attorney to ensure compliance with the Employee Policy Manual.
Proposed language was added to Section III Minimum Call Back so that employees performing work while on excused paid or approved unpaid leave will be eligible for the minimum two-hour call back at a rate of time and one half for employees on paid leave and a rate of straight time for employees on unpaid leave.  All time earned while on excused paid leave or unpaid leave must be paid out to the employee and carryover time will not be allowed.  The language was added under the review and direction of the City Attorney.
Marty Bruns presented RESOLUTION #11-193 approving amending the 2010 Employee Policy Manual Section III Minimum Call Back adding employee eligibility for two-hour minimum call back while on excused paid leave or excused unpaid leave, second by Bob Rampulla.
