Heritage Green Drainage Project
Jan Kvach property owner of Lot 18; 125 Ashworth Court addressed the City Council regarding her concerns with construction issues on the Heritage Green Drainage Project. 
Kvach began her presentation by stating the city’s plan was to remove 6”-12” of top soil, however it looks like they have taken three (3) feet. She believes she initially was given the wrong information. Kvach would like to see the wetland remain; as she walked around the project she did not see piles of topsoil and is concerned with the rudeness of the contractor. Ms. Kvach stated that she had spoken to Hall & Hall Engineering; however they were too busy to show her the plans. 
Kvach wanted to know the following: 

· Wants the City to do testing to make sure the top soil is placed back into the wetland; if it is 
    not the plants will not grow back 
· Why did the contractor not grade the middle of the wetland

· Plans say the need to be reseeded in 14 days; if not the dirt will go back into the stream and 
    create a problem before winter

Assistant City Engineer, Ken DeKeyser and Chris Nelson of Hall & Hall Engineering address Ms. Kvach’s concerns. They are as follows: 

· Concern 1-Need to save wetland topsoil on site for seeding and restoration 

· Response- Soil exploration completed during design and present grading indicated highly organic soil to depths up to 6.5’ feet, which is appropriate for wetland plants. Soil has been stockpiled and will be respread with a wetland seed mix in Spring 2011. The restored surface will be protected from erosion by an erosion mat made for  natural materials

· Concern 2- Project does not include a detention basin as originally planned 
· Response-The US Army Corps of Engineers reviewed the original project and denied the City’s request to install a detention basin in the wetland. The detention basin would need a berm constructed to retain water. Filling in wetlands, even for the above purpose is prohibited by the Corps of Engineers. We instead proposed restoring Ushers Creek, using historical aerial photographs to locate the channel. The Corps of Engineers approved this proposal and issued a permit to work in the wetlands 
· Engineering staff conducted a public information meeting on April 7, 2010 at the Heritage Green neighborhood to explain the changes in the project. Ms. Kvach attended this meeting 
· Conclusion-Our construction observation indicated that the contractor is completing the project in substantial accordance to the plans and specifications
