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The Hiawatha City Council met in regular session in the Hiawatha Council Chambers on November 6, 2013. Mayor Theis called the meeting to order at 5:30 P.M. Council members present: Bob Rampulla, Marty Bruns, Bob Wheeler, Dick Olson, and Dennis Norton.  Staff present: City Administrator, Kim Downs; Administrative Assistant/IT, Stacy Schryba-Mead; Finance Director, Cindy Kudrna; City Engineer, John Bender and Police Chief, Dennis Marks.  Guests Present: Daniel Hoffmann, Gazette Reporter, John Schweitzer, Dean Young, Brie Young, Ryker Young and Tim Wilson of Robins Road LLC.
Bob Rampulla moved the approval of the agenda, second by Marty Bruns.  Motion carried.

Dennis Norton moved the approval of the following consent agenda items: Approval of bills; Minutes of Meetings: Regular Meetings September 18, 2013, October 2, 2013, and October 16, 2013; Receive & File Minutes of Boards/Commissions/Committees: Board of Adjustment September 9, 2013; History October 14, 2013; Library October 8, 2013; Parks and Recreation October 9, 2013; Planning and Zoning September 30, 2013 and Water Board October 15, 2013; renewal of Class E Liquor License (LE) w/ wine and carryout beer for Fareway Stores, Inc. at 885 Miller Road, Effective November 16, 2013; City Engineer’s Report; City Administrator’s Report and Mayor’s Report, second by Bob Wheeler.  Motion carried.
Report from Council Members / Mayor / City Administrator

Council Member, Marty Bruns acknowledged Chris Lauderdale for the letter received from the owners of a Hiawatha rental property commending Chris for his cooperation and professionalism in the way he conducted a housing inspection at their property.
City Administrator, Kim Downs referred to the Hiawatha Public Library request that was placed on the dais, to utilize funding in the Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) to conduct a campaign feasibility study with an estimated cost of $21,000.
Discussion / Non Action Items

Council held general discussion with Mayor Theis and City Administrator, Kim Downs regarding the Hawkeye Area Community Action Program (HACAP) Toys for Homeless Children’s holiday fundraiser.

In 2011, the City of Hiawatha and HEDCO presented HACAP with two (2) large boxes of toys and a check for $15,000 with additional donations totaling over $20,000.

The City of Hiawatha and HEDCO partnered again in 2012, to raise funds for the 2012 HACAP Homeless Children’s Trust event.  To seek help in raising funds and toys, letters were sent out to area businesses and an article was published in the November Hiawatha Insights newsletter asking for donations.  Names of businesses that submitted cash donations were listed on the television monitors in the Council Chambers and Mayor Theis thanked Hiawatha residents and private donors for bringing in toys and cash.  Mayor Theis and Scott Gasway of JP Gasway and Hiawatha Economic Development Corporation  presented $12,971.00 in donation funds (including $1,020.00 in private donations) and nine (9) boxes of toys to HACAP.

Council Member, Dick Olson stated the Hiawatha Economic Development (HEDCO) Board approved HACAP Toys for Homeless Children’s as the only fundraiser they would support.  Olson asked council what their thoughts were on the City partnering with HEDCO to support HACAP again this year.

Dick Olson, Downs and Mayor Theis all expressed their willingness to make contact with the businesses in order to get donations.

Council Member, Marty Bruns stated he was not comfortable with the City getting in too deep with charity organizations.  Bruns felt if Theis, Downs and Olson wanted to go around and get donations separate from the City he was fine with that.

Council Member, Bob Rampulla added the City could get into some trouble by showing favoritism.

Council Member, Dennis Norton reiterated the City needed to stay neutral.

City Administrator, Kim Downs stated they would support HACAP’s Toys for Homeless Children on behalf of HEDCO and not on behalf of the City.

Council Member, Dick Olson pointed out in past years, HACAP’s Toys for Homeless Children fundraiser was put in the Hiawatha Newsletter and a collection box was placed at City Hall.

Council Member, Marty Bruns stated he was ok with the information being featured in the newsletter because it was an opportunity for the residents to participate and collection boxes would be ok at City Hall because it was public property.

City Attorney, Mark Parmenter questioned how council would handle receiving a request to place an inappropriate box at City Hall.  Council Member, Marty Bruns stated he was, “Willing to cross that bridge when he came to it.”
Newsletter Items

City Administrator, Kim Downs informed council there will be an upcoming newsletter article for the citizens who voted on the Local Option Sales and Service Tax (LOSST) and Special Library levy during the November 5th regular city election.  Downs stated this was the first election where the ballot and the city had overall approval from the community on the LOSST public measure.
PUBLIC HEARING – On the Proposal to Enter into a Four (4) Year Development Agreement with Robins Road LLC

Mayor Theis opened the public hearing regarding the proposal to enter into a four (4) year Development Agreement with Robins Road LLC at 5:36 P.M. 
Tim Wilson, owner of Robins Road LLC spoke on behalf of the project and displayed a rendering of the development to council.  Wilson explained the project consisted of a 30,000 square foot metal frame building located on the far north of Hiawatha.  Wilson stated the building material was fiber cement paneling similar to the material used on the True North building in downtown Cedar Rapids; this is a new material replacement for stucco (EIFS) that would provide a long lasting finish. 

There were no further written or public comments received at or prior to the public hearing.  Public Hearing closed at 5:37 P.M.

In the proposal from Robins Road, LLC (Developer) in the form of a Development Agreement by and between the City, the Developer, the Developer agrees to construct certain Minimum Improvements (as defined in the Agreement) on certain real property located within the Hiawatha Urban Renewal Area as defined and legally described in the Agreement and consisting of the construction of a new warehouse building approximately 29,392 square feet in size with outside storage on the Development Property, together with all related site improvements, as outlined in the proposed Development Agreement.

The Agreement further proposes that the City will make up to four (4) consecutive annual payments of Tax Increments to Developer, the cumulative total for all such payments not to exceed the lesser of an annual amount of Fifty-Three Thousand Dollars ($53,000) or an aggregate total amount of Two Hundred Twelve Thousand Dollars ($212,000), or the amount accrued under the formula outlined in the proposed Development Agreement, under the terms and following satisfaction of the conditions set forth in the Agreement. 
One of the obligations of Developer relates to using its best efforts to lease the Minimum Improvements to tenants that create and retain employment in the community.
Dick Olson presented RESOLUTION #13-264 approving and authorizing execution of a four (4) year Development Agreement by and between the City of Hiawatha and Robins Road LLC, second by Dennis Norton.

Mayor Theis opened the public hearing to consider Planning and Zoning Commission’s recommendation regarding amending the 2010 Comprehensive Plan changing the future land use from Medium Density Residential to Low Density Residential for Dell Ridge Addition to comply with the rezoning of the property from A (Agriculture) to R-1 PUD (Single Family Residence District/Planned Unit Development Overlay District) at 5:38 P.M. 

There were no written or public comments received at or prior to the public hearing.  Public Hearing closed at 5:39 P.M.

On September 4, 2013, council passed Ordinance #756 approving the rezoning of land known as Dell Ridge Addition to the City of Hiawatha, Linn County, Iowa and legally described as follows:
NW ¼ NE1/4 Section 19-84-7, Linn County, Iowa except North 50 feet West 150 feet thereof; and SW ¼ SE ¼ Section 18-84-7, Linn County, Iowa excepting there from North 100 feet of said SW ¼ SE ¼ excepting there from West 150 feet and further excepting there from West 150 feet said SW ¼ SE ¼, excepting from all the above the public highways, together with servient easements and subject to covenants, easements and restrictions of record.

Except that portion of the above description conveyed to the City of Hiawatha, Linn County, Iowa, recorded November 24, 2009, in Book 7469, Pages 678-679, in the Linn County, Iowa Recorders Office.

Said Parcel Contains 60 Acres. 

The 2010 Comprehensive Plan Future Land Use Concept Plan designates the land comprising Dell Ridge Addition located next to I-380 as Medium Density Residential.  With the approval of the rezoning from A (Agriculture) to R-1 PUD (Single Family Residence District/Planned Unit Development Overlay District), the Medium Density Residential classification no longer corresponds with the development of Dell Ridge Estates, a residential subdivision.
The Planning and Zoning Commission reviewed the 2010 Comprehensive Plan Future Land Use Concept Plan at their October 28th regular meeting and made recommendation to City Council to change the Future Land Use to Low Density Residential for the land known as Dell Ridge Addition, legally described above.

Police Department Purchase of Simunition Training Equipment

Chief Marks included the following information in his memo prepared for the council packet: simunitions are a safe live fire training aid utilizing weapons and ammunition creating a realistic force on force encounter.   “Simunition rounds” are water soluble projectiles fired by a special Glock firearm.  These weapons are very similar to the regular duty weapons carried by each officer and fit into the officer’s current duty holster.
Ray O’Herron Co. Inc., supplier of public safety equipment provided a price quote of $6,068.20 reflecting all necessary simunition training equipment.

Funding for the purchase of the simunition training equipment including weapons, ammunition and protective gear at a total cost of $6,068.20 will be partially covered by Cedar Rapids Toyota, and the remaining balance will be paid for utilizing available funding in Police Department Forfeited Funds.

Authorizing Staff to Proceed with Surveying, Soil Testing and Requests for Proposals for the Preparation of Design Plans for the 2014 Street Repair Project

City Engineer, John Bender prepared a memo for the packet including the following information in connection with the 2014 Street Repair Project:
City Council approved the 2014 Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) with $500,000 planned for miscellaneous street repair projects in the spring of 2014.  Two (2) projects with the highest priority listed were 14th Avenue from Rainbow Blvd to Cress Parkway and Eisenhower Road from 9th Avenue to 10th Avenue.  Bender suggested council add the repair of Emmons Street at the railroad tracks to this list of priorities due to the railroad completing the new rubberized crossing.  The new crossing was raised approximately six (6) inches which has changed the original plan to have the Public Works Department remove approximately 50 – 60 feet of paving.  The City will now need to remove and replace over 100 feet of paving all the way to the bridge, including the bridge approach, requiring a revised plan from the Department of Transportation (DOT).

End of memo summary.

Bender recommended council authorization in proceeding with the solicitation of Requests for Proposals from consultants with experience in paving and bridge construction.   Bender also recommended proceeding with surveying and soil testing to provide the consultant with this information before construction work begins.

Bender’s anticipated cost for the preliminary work was in the range of $10,000 - $12,000.

Elevator Preventive Maintenance and Inspection Contract for City Hall

City Administrator, Kim Downs prepared a memo for the council packet containing the following information on the Elevator Preventive Maintenance and Inspection Contract for City Hall:

The hydraulic elevator located in the lobby of city hall was installed by Schlinder Elevator Corporation in 2007, during the construction of the city hall building.  The elevator came with a one (1) year warranty and Schindler offered the city a $1,500 deduction from the installation cost to enter into an additional five (5) year extended warranty agreement for preventative maintenance, inspection and remote monitoring.  In March of 2007, City Council passed Resolution #07-056 approving the extended warranty agreement for the city hall elevator through December 31, 2013.  

During our contract with Schindler we have experienced issues with service and inspection of the elevator, completion of state required testing and reporting, and issues with the remote monitoring system being inactivated.  In 2011, the state performed a routine inspection of the elevator and the inspector informed city staff that the elevator did not comply with state requirements for inspections and preventative maintenance.  This non-compliance initiated several emails and letters between Mark Parmenter and the sales representative at Schindler.  

City staff wanted to terminate the agreement with Schindler because the untimely service and failure to inspect the elevator as required by the State of Iowa appeared to be a breach of contract.  However, we were not able to do that because if the contract was broken before the expiration date, the City would still be responsible for the dollar value of the contract.

With the Extended Warranty Agreement coming to an end on December 31, 2013, Downs felt this would be a good time to go out for bids for elevator preventative maintenance and inspection.  Not being familiar with elevator companies Downs called area businesses to see who they used and the two companies were Schindler Elevator Corporation and Schumacher Elevator Company.  Schumacher Elevator Company came with excellent references so Downs contacted them to submit a quotation an in our attempt to meet our quoting requirements, we allowed Schindler to provide a quote as well.

After review of the proposals, Downs felt Schumacher Elevator Company was the best option due to the following reasons:

· Schumacher submitted the lowest most responsive responsible bid at a total cost of $90.00 per month, with payment made on a quarterly basis in the amount of $270.00.  

· Schumacher’s quote specifically states they will perform all state required testing and file the state reports in relation to the testing.

· After reviewing Schindler’s quote, we were not able to find an agreement that Schindler would perform the state required tests or file the test reports.

· After several years of what staff felt was inadequate service, it is time to try a new company.
