FY 2013 -2014 Audit – reviewing, acknowledging and placing on file

Council Member Bruns questioned why the city is handling volunteer “friends” group funds for the Fire Department, Library and Parks and Recreation. Bruns commented the audit reports shows the city only got wrote up on the volunteer funds; the city funds were in line. Bruns continued to state that there is no reason for the city to handle these funds; they could establish their own By-Laws and set the number of people required to sign the checks. Fire Chief Nesslage explained the audit write up on the Fire Association was only regarding procedural issues such as segregation of duties. Nesslage said the city does not handle any of the money. Nesslage added he previously addressed this issue with the auditors and was informed the reason why they audit the city on the volunteer groups is when people donate they assume they are donating to the city. City Administrator Downs added all three “friends” groups are set up this way; the auditors cannot write up the group so they write up the city.
