Superintendent’s Report
This month’s financial report is not available at this meeting due to some issues with our new software. We are planning to have May and June financial reports available at the July meeting.
Water treatment plants are operating about 11 hours per day, which is up from 7 hours a day. This increase is associated with dry weather, an increase in new irrigations systems, current irrigation systems being operated, and park splash pads now open.  

MSA Engineering is working on the detention tank project at the treatment plan at 2030 Boyson Rd. Rolling Prairies development utilities are in place and streets are being poured. Dell Ridge development utilities are in place and water services are being installed. Development has begun for 2112 Robins Rd.
