This watermain would be installed along Hunt Rd, north of Tower Terrace Rd and west of Edgewood Rd. This installation would provide a loop in our system and feed future development. Board members discussed the possibility of future annexation and connection fees. Board agreed to move forward with a change on the resolution to include cost sharing of 50% with the City.
Hospodarsky made a motion to pass Resolution 11-19 Authorizing Water Main Installation Along Hunt Road with the additional information to share 50% of the cost with the City. Andersen seconded the motion. Motion was carried. Roll was called.
